Confession and Forgiveness 
P By means of His Word and Supper, we gather together this day to receive 

our Savior’s mercy and respond to Him in thanksgiving and praise. Because 

of our sins of thought, word, and deed, we are spiritually bankrupt and 

unworthy of the grace we receive. Yet at the invitation of our loving 

Redeemer, we come to His Table and take our place with Him. 

Acknowledging our sin, let us find refuge in our God of grace and say, “God 

be merciful to me, a sinner.” 

              In silent prayer, we reflect on God’s Word and confess our sins to the Lord. 

P Let us pray together: 

C  Almighty God, have mercy upon us, forgive us our sins, and lead us to 

everlasting life, that we may enjoy the fullness of Your presence at the 

feast You have prepared for all who trust in You. Amen. 

P Almighty God in His mercy has given His Son to die and rise again for you 

so that you may be redeemed and restored. You have been invited to the 

eternal banquet, the heavenly feast, where our Savior and Host delights us 

with the richest of fare, the forgiveness of sins. Upon this your confession, I, 

as a servant of Christ and your pastor, forgive you all your sins in the name 

of the Father and of the  Son and of the Holy Spirit. 

C: Amen. 

Service of the Word 
P Gracious is the Lord, and righteous;

First Reading Jeremiah 31:31-34 
31 “Behold, the days are coming, declares the LORD, when I will make a new 

covenant with the house of Israel and the house of Judah, 32 not like the covenant 

that I made with their fathers on the day when I took them by the hand to bring 

them out of the land of Egypt, my covenant that they broke, though I was their 

husband, declares the LORD. 33 For this is the covenant that I will make with the 

house of Israel after those days, declares the LORD: I will put my law within them, 

and I will write it on their hearts. And I will be their God, and they shall be my 

people. 34 And no longer shall each one teach his neighbor and each his brother, 

saying, ‘Know the LORD,’ for they shall all know me, from the least of them to the 

greatest, declares the LORD. For I will forgive their iniquity, and I will remember their 

sin no more.” 

P This is the Word of the Lord.

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Gospel Reading Luke 22:7-20 
P The Holy Gospel according to St. Luke the twenty-second chapter 

C Glory to You, O Lord. 
7 Then came the day of Unleavened Bread, on which the Passover lamb had to be 

sacrificed. 8 So Jesus sent Peter and John, saying, “Go and prepare the Passover for 

us, that we may eat it.” 9 They said to him, “Where will you have us prepare it?” 10 He 

said to them, “Behold, when you have entered the city, a man carrying a jar of water 

will meet you. Follow him into the house that he enters 11 and tell the master of the 

house, ‘The Teacher says to you, Where is the guest room, where I may eat the 

Passover with my disciples?’ 12 And he will show you a large upper room furnished; 

prepare it there.” 13 And they went and found it just as he had told them, and they 

prepared the Passover. 
14 And when the hour came, he reclined at table, and the apostles with him.15 And 

he said to them, “I have earnestly desired to eat this Passover with you before I 

suffer. 16 For I tell you I will not eat it until it is fulfilled in the kingdom of God.” 
17 And he took a cup, and when he had given thanks he said, “Take this, and divide 

it among yourselves. 18 For I tell you that from now on I will not drink of the fruit 

of the vine until the kingdom of God comes.” 19 And he took bread, and when he 

had given thanks, he broke it and gave it to them, saying, “This is my body, which 

is given for you. Do this in remembrance of me.” 20 And likewise the cup after they 

had eaten, saying, “This cup that is poured out for you is the new covenant in my 

blood.  

P This is the Gospel of the Lord. 

C Praise to You, O Christ. 

Nicene Creed LSB 206 

C I believe in one God, the Father Almighty, maker of heaven and earth 

and of all things visible and invisible. 

And in one Lord Jesus Christ, the only-begotten Son of God, begotten of 

His Father before all worlds, God of God, Light of Light, very God of very 

God, begotten, not made, being of one substance with the Father, by 

whom all things were made; who for us men and for our salvation came 

down from heaven and was incarnate by the Holy Spirit of the virgin Mary 

and was made man; and was crucified also for us under Pontius Pilate. He 

suffered and was buried. And the third day He rose again according to the 
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Scriptures and ascended into heaven and sits at the right hand of the 

Father. And He will come again with glory to judge both the living and 

the dead, whose kingdom will have no end. 

And I believe in the Holy Spirit, the Lord and giver of life, who proceeds 

from the Father and the Son, who with the Father and the Son together 

is worshiped and glorified, who spoke by the prophets. And I believe in 

one holy Christian and apostolic Church, I acknowledge one Baptism for 

the remission of sins, and I look for the resurrection of the dead and the 

life  of the world to come. Amen.

Prayer of the Church 

P Brothers and sisters in Christ, let us lift up our hearts and voices to the God 

of all mercy as He has invited us to pray to Him in the name of our Savior 

and in the way in which He has taught us. Lord, in Your mercy, 

C hear our prayer. 

P Our Father in heaven, look with mercy upon us, for without Your aid we are 

spiritually poor, crippled, blind, and lame. Grant us grace that Your holy 

name is kept sacred among us and that, in all the world, Your Son may be 

known through the preaching of Your Word to the ends of the earth. Lord, 

in Your mercy, 

C hear our prayer. 

P King of kings, may Your rule and reign come to us and expand throughout 

the world. Bring all who are blinded by sin and bound by death to know            

Jesus Christ, the Lamb of God who takes away the sin of the world. Work 

through our earthly leaders and public servants so that Your hand of 

blessing may be known to all. Lord, in Your mercy, 

C hear our prayer. 

P Strengthen us by Your Spirit according to Your will, both in life and in death, 

in the midst of both good and evil things, that by faith we cling to the One 

who was betrayed and handed over to death for us.

P How blessed we are to eat bread in Your kingdom, O God! Lord Jesus, You 

alone are the Bread of Life, and You alone satisfy our hungry hearts. Grant to 

us our daily bread and help us to realize that You daily and richly provide for 

all that we need according to Your own riches and grace. Lord, in Your 

mercy, 

C hear our prayer. 

P Forgive us our sins as we also forgive those who sin against us. Center our 

hearts and minds on You alone. As we recognize that we are spiritually 

bankrupt without Your mercy, grant that the spirit of unforgiveness be 

removed from us so that we live in peace with You and with one another. 

Lord, in Your mercy, 

C hear our prayer. 

P Lead us not into temptation, O Lord, but help us to take refuge in Your 

grace. On this very night, You were betrayed by one of Your own and 

handed over to death. Direct us to follow You to the cross of Calvary, where 

You laid down Your life to deliver us from the evil one and all his works and 

all his ways. Lord, in Your mercy, 

C hear our prayer. 

P We belong to You, O Lord. Renew us, guide us, and lead us so that we may 

bless Your holy name and celebrate the feast You have prepared for us, 

C for Yours is the kingdom, the power, and the glory, now and forever.

Distribution of the Holy Sacrament 
The Lord gave this Holy Sacrament to His Church so that His followers might receive His love and 

forgiveness in a visible, tangible way. When the Church celebrates this Sacrament, believers are also 

making a public declaration of their faith in the Lord Jesus Christ (1 Cor. 11:26). Holy Communion is 

offered every Sunday at St. John Lutheran, but because it is possible to receive the Lord’s Supper to 

one’s detriment (1 Cor. 11:27-29), we ask all who wish to partake of it to examine themselves as 

follows: 

1. Do I believe that I am a sinner and therefore deserve God’s punishment? 

2. Am I truly sorry that by my sins I have offended God? 

3. Do I believe that God accepts the death of Jesus as payment for my sins and therefore forgives 

my sins for Jesus’ sake alone and not because of any goodness or effort on my part? 

4. Do I intend, with the help of the Holy Spirit, to turn from my sins? 

5. Do I seek to forgive others as God has forgiven me? 

6. Do I believe Christ’s own Word that His body and blood are truly given and received in and 

with the bread and wine (Matt. 26:26-28)? 

If you have been baptized into the Christian faith and can answer “yes” to the above questions, you 

are invited to receive Holy Communion with the assurance of all the blessings Scripture promises.
