20 “Therefore, thus says the 

Lord GOD to them: Behold, I, I myself will judge between the fat sheep and the lean 

sheep. 21 Because you push with side and shoulder, and thrust at all the weak with 

your horns, till you have scattered them abroad, 22 I will rescue my flock; they shall 

no longer be a prey.

10 Just so, I tell you, there is joy before the 

angels of God over one sinner who repents.”
